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The Federal Department of Foreign Affairs, Protocol, presents its compliments to the
Embassy of Ukraine and with reference to its note no 61216/22-12-126659 of
16" October 2025 would like to inform of the following.

Under the Land Transport Agreement concluded between Switzerland and the
European Union (EU), Switzerland applies the relevant EU legislation, and Swiss
operators are therefore generally required to equip their vehicles with a SMART
Tachograph. Switzerland is also a Contracting Party to the European Agreement
concerning the Work of Crews of Vehicles Engaged in International Road Transport
(AETR). Under the currently applicable provisions of the AETR, there is no requirement
for vehicles registered in Non-EU AETR Contracting Parties — including Ukraine — to
be equipped with a SMART Tachograph.

The obligation to use SMART Tachographs introduced in the EU under the Mobility
Package applies solely to vehicles registered in EU Member States. These provisions
do not automatically apply to Non-EU AETR Contracting Parties until they are formally
incorporated into the AETR Agreement and have entered into force for all Contracting

Parties.

Should fines nevertheless have been imposed in individual cases on Ukrainian road
transport operators in Switzerland for the absence of a SMART Tachograph, it is
possible to appeal to the competent cantonal enforcement authority. The procedure
follows the provisions of Swiss administrative law. The competent authority as well as

the applicable deadline are indicated on the fine notification.
